About Ant Tarna Ant Tarna in English

This bhajan emphasizes the importance of meditating on one’s own name
(the divine name) as a means to attain spiritual liberation. It highlights the
transient nature of worldly pleasures and possessions, and urges the
devotee to focus on the eternal truth, which is the name of God. The lyrics
speak of the futility of worldly pursuits, like wealth and status, and the
importance of remaining under the guidance of a saint or guru to progress



on the spiritual path. Ultimately, the bhajan encourages the listener to
meditate on God’s name, which is the key to overcoming the cycle of life
and death, symbolized by “ant tarna” (crossing over).
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
