This devotional song narrates the deeply emotional story of the reunion between Lord Shri Krishna
(The Flute Player) and his impoverished childhood friend, Sudama.

The essence of the bhajan is a plea to the doorkeeper to inform Krishna that his friend, Sudama, has
arrived. Each verse highlights Sudama’s poverty and humility. Sudama does not possess the luxuries
of the wealthy, like an elephant or horse; he has walked all the way. He wears tattered clothes,
lacking a proper dhoti or kurta. He has no money for a gift, bringing only a small potli (bundle)
of rice as a token of his pure love. He has no shoes or slippers and has arrived leaning on a
walking stick due to age. The bhajan celebrates the sanctity of true, unconditional friendship that
transcends wealth and social status.
