The aarti begins by acknowledging the supreme nature of these five
figures, who are considered the guiding lights for Jain followers. Lord
Rishabhdev and Lord Mahavir are the key tirthankaras in Jainism, revered
for their teachings on non-violence, truth, and asceticism. The Siddhas are
the souls who have attained liberation and serve as examples for those on
the path of spiritual growth. The Acharyas and Upadhyayas are the
spiritual leaders and teachers who guide followers on the Jain path.

Singing the “Panch Parmeshthi Aarti” is believed to bring blessings, peace,
and spiritual elevation. It helps devotees strengthen their connection with
the Jain principles and reinforces their commitment to living a life of virtue,
compassion, and enlightenment. The aarti is a prayer for guidance,
purification, and spiritual growth, invoking the blessings of these five
revered beings.
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
