Antatah, bhakt
swikaar karta hai ki uski aankhein hamesha ke liye Krishna ki chhavi ko apne andar basa chuki hain.

00 Meaning in English

This devotional song (bhajan) is centered on the worship and deep love for Lord Shri Krishna. It
illustrates the profound relationship of a devotee (or Radha/Gopi) who experiences the divine sight
(Darshan) of Krishna in a dream.

The core message is that Lord Krishna secretly (dheere dheere, meaning slowly/gently) enters the
dream and plays his sweet flute (Murli). This flute music is so enchanting that it steals the heart of
the devotee. The song describes Krishna by his various names (Mohan, Kishan, Natwar) and recalls
his famous childhood antics (leelas), such as stealing butter (makhan), breaking the clay pots
(matkiya), and playfully pulling the arms of the Gopis. The devotee acknowledges that Krishna, with
his beautiful form (peacock crown and shawl) and mischievous acts, has cast a spell on their heart.
Ultimately, the devotee confesses that they have permanently enshrined Krishna’s image in their
eyes.
